Honored Sirs

The undersignecl respectlully petition ftx-

permission to establish a Jewish Fraternity
on the campus of the University of Alberta.
We sincerely believe that such a fraternity
will prove beneficial to the student body of
the University as a whole, and to the Jewish
students in particular and subrnit the
lbllowing argurnents in support of our
proposal.

(1)The establishn.rent of a Jewish Fraternity
would meet the requirernents of the many

rnen who. coming to this campus as

strangers tiorn distant points, tace the
problems of adjusting themselves to a new
enviltrnment and ol lolming new
friendships and associations. No
organization with this intention exists on

the campus today.

(2)There is a sufficiently large body of
Jewish men on the campus to [warrant]
the creation of a lraternity.

(a) Available statistics covering the past

six years (1929-1935) denote a marked
increase in the total Jewish enrollment.

(a) Among all the Canadian Universities
which recognize liatemities the University
of Alberta remains unique as the only one
